Financial coverage for your unexpected medical cost

A sudden illness or accident may occur anytime, anywhere to
anyone’s life; and the financial loss due to such unexpected
incidents could affect your financial health and plans. Hospitaliza-
tion due to accident or illness is stressful, and having to worry
about hospital bills during that time only makes matters worse.
MetLife’s MediCare plan is here to make your life easier. MediCare
is a supplementary health insurance plan for you and your family
members that will provide financial benefit during hospitalization.

Getting financial benefit from MediCare

You can get minimum BDT 1,000 to a maximum of BDT 20,000 per
day of your stay at a hospital due to accident or illness. You will get
in-hospitalization benefit up to 30 consecutive days and for a total
of 360 days during policy coverage period, even if you are admitted
in a free hospital.

Few more important information on MediCare

® Coverage period will be the same as your Basic Life Policy’s
coverage period or 12 years whichever is lower.

® You don’t need any additional medical tests to take MediCare.

® All of your family members can get MediCare under your name
without having to fill out individual insurance application forms.

® You get one fixed rate for the entire term. Premium rate will never
increase.

® Insured’s hospitalizations in a year can be as many as required,
however maximum benefit per hospitalization can be for 30
days. If an insured is again hospitalized due to same reason within




thirty (30) days after being discharged from hospital, it will be
considered as same hospital admittance and total maximum
benefit will be limited to thirty (30) days including the benefit
for which benefit is already paid or payable. If subsequent
hospitalization is separated by thirty (30) days, it will be treated
as new hospitalization and again insured will be eligible to get
benefit maximum for 30 (thirty) days.

® You can pay premiums for MediCare annually, semi-annually,
quarterly, or monthly, same as your basic policy.

Are you eligible to buy MediCare?

@ |f your age is between 18 to 55 years then you can buy this policy.
Your dependent children must be of 6 months to 19 years of age,
but the age limit for dependents can be extended up to 23 years
if s/he is a full-time student.

® This policy will expire for adults when they reach 65 years of age
and for dependent children when they reach 27 years of age, or,
expirtion of basic policy premium payment phase, whichever is
earlier.

Example :

Mr. Rahman is a banker. He is 40 years old. He wants to take a 12
years term MediCare rider with LifeLine basic plan where the rider
will give him BDT 2,000 daily in-hospitalization benefit. What will be
the premium of MediCare rider in this case?

For BDT 1,000 daily in-hospitalization benefit premium rate is BDT
2,943

So for BDT 2,000 daily in-hospitalization benefit

2,943X2,000
1,000

premium rate= BDT

That means,
® Annual premium of MediCare = BDT 5,886
® Semi-annual premium = 5,886 X 0.52 = BDT 3,061
® Quarterly premium = 5,886 X 0.27 = BDT 1,589
® Monthly premium = 5,886 X 0.09 = BDT 530
