Is there any exclusion?

Pre-existing medical conditions related to
Critical llinesses are excluded. Also, the normal
exclusions that apply to most insurance
Policies are applicable. (Please refer to Policy
document for details.)

Is there a waiting period before | can claim for
a Dread Disease?

180 days since Policy Effective Date or Policy
Reinstatement Date, whichever is later. Only
those Critical llinesses that are first diagnosed
or for which surgery has been done after 180
days waiting period are covered by this Policy.
